ANOTHER SUCCESS ~  AUCTION POST -PONED  

Thereôs been lotôs of information on óhappeningsô with the W. 
Weôll summarize here to get everyone updated.  
West Branch Township (owner of the building) decided late 
summer to auction the contents of the building, leaving the 
building intact. 
Prior to the October WB Twp meeting, I  talked with the auction 
company and found out details about auction, including stripping 
the building of anything they could get any amount of money for 
including down to the utilities, flooring, any metal, doors, etc, 
leaving just the shell.     
At the October WB Township Meeting, they decided to move 
forward with auction, although specific details were not 
discussed, even though I shared what I was told by the auction 
company.   
The following week the Sawyer Community Alliance meeting 
included attendance of several Forsyth Twp reps, a couple 
County Commission reps, and the WB Twp Supervisor. I 
discussed what I was told by auctioneer. Dale Throenle (of the 
SCA) had also talked at length with the auctioneer and reviewed 
the auction contract, and validated this information. 
Following the meeting, Forsyth Twp arranged a meeting 
between WB, Forsyth, and Marquette County boards and were 
able to convince WB to postpone the auction to try to discuss 
possible options to maintain the building. 
We plan to meet with Forsyth and Marquette County to discuss 
actions we have in place, along with possible options to keep the 
building in a functional state until we are able to renovate the 

utility systems and re-open.
